LESSON | Genesis 18:20-32 CEB

*Then the Lord said, “The cries of injustice from Sodom and
Gomorrah are countless, and their sin is very serious! ?' | will
go down now to examine the cries of injustice that have
reached me. Have they really done all this? If not, | want to
know.”

2The men turned away and walked toward Sodom, but
Abraham remained standing in front of the Lord. > Abraham
approached and said, “Will you really sweep away the
innocent with the guilty? * What if there are fifty innocent
people in the city?
