LESSON 1:  Acts 10:44-48 

 



44 While Peter was still speaking, the Holy Spirit fell on 

everyone who heard the word. 45 The circumcised believers 

who had come with Peter were astonished that the gift of the 

Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the 

Gentiles. 46 They heard them speaking in other languages and 

praising God. Peter asked, 47 “These people have received 

the Holy Spirit just as we have. Surely no one can stop them 

from being baptized with water, can they?” 48 He directed 

that they be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they 

invited Peter to stay for several days.

*LESSON 2 John 15:9-17 

 

9 “As the Father loved me, I too have loved you. Remain in my 

love. 10 If you keep my commandments, you will remain in my love, just 

as I kept my Father’s commandments and remain in his love. 11 I have 

said these things to you so that my joy will be in you and your joy will 

be complete. 12 This is my commandment: love each other just as I 

have loved you. 13 No one has greater love than to give up one’s life 

for one’s friends. 14 You are my friends if you do what I command 

you. 15 I don’t call you servants any longer, because servants don’t 

know what their master is doing. Instead, I call you friends, because 

everything I heard from my Father I have made known to you. 16 You 

didn’t choose me, but I chose you and appointed you so that you could 

go and produce fruit and so that your fruit could last. As a result, 

whatever you ask the Father in my name, he will give you. 17 I give you 

these commandments so that you can love each other.
